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A. Contractor shall indemnify, defend, and save harmless District, its officers,
agents, servants and employees from and against any kind and all causes, claims, demands,
actions, losses, liabilities, settlements, judgments, damages, costs, expenses, and fees (including
without limitation reasonable attorney’s and paralegal expenses at both the trial and appellate
levels) of whatsoever kind or nature for damages to persons or property to the extent caused in
whole or in part by any negligence, act, omission, or default of the Contractor, its agents,
servants or employees arising from this Agreement or its performance. The Contractor and the
District hereby agree and covenant that the Contractor has incorporated in the original cost
proposal, which constitutes the contract sum payable by the District to the Contractor, specific
additional consideration in the amount of ten dollars ($10.00) sufficient to support this obligation
of indemnification provided for in this paragraph. It is the District’s and Contractor’s full
intention that this provision shall be enforceable and said provision shall be in compliance with
Section 725.06, Florida Statutes.

B. The execution of this Agreement by the Contractor shall obligate Contractor to
comply with the foregoing indemnification provision, as well as the insurance provisions which
are set forth in Section 12 of this Agreement. However, the indemnification provision, and the
insurance provision are not interdependent of each other, but rather each one is separate and
distinct from the other. The obligation of the Contractor to indemnify the District is not subject
to any offset, limitation or defense as a result of any insurance proceeds available to either the
District or the Contractor.

C. The Contractor acknowledges that the District is a local unit of special purpose
government organized under the provisions of Chapter 190, Florida Statutes, that the District is a
"State agency or subdivision" as defined in Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, and that the District
is afforded the protections, immunities, and limitations of liability afforded the District
thereunder. Nothing in this Agreement is intended or should be construed as a waiver of the
doctrine of sovereign immunity or the protections, immunities and limitations of liability
afforded the District pursuant to Section 768.28, Florida Statutes.

D. This indemnification obligations shall survive the expiration or termination of this
Agreement to the extent provided for by Florida law.

SECTION 8. ENFORCEMENT. A default by either party under this Agreement shall entitle the
other party to all remedies available at law or in equity, which shall include, but not be limited
to, the right of damages, injunctive relief and specific performance.

SECTION 9. RECOVERY OF COSTS AND FEES. In the event that either party is required to enforce
this Agreement by court proceedings or otherwise, then the prevailing party, to the extent
permitted by Florida law, shall be entitled to recover from the other party all expenses, fees and
costs incurred, including reasonable attorneys' fees and costs.

SECTION 10. CANCELLATION. The District shall also have the right to cancel this Agreement
(1) for convenience at anytime prior to the issuance of a Notice to Proceed by District and (2)
after seven (7) days written notice to Contractor for Contractor's failure to perform in accordance
with the terms of this Agreement and Contractor’s failure the cure the non-compliance.
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SECTION 11. WARRANTY.

A. The Contractor warrants its work on the Project against defects in materials or
workmanship in accordance with the Proposal for a period of one (1) years. Any defects noted
within this time period shall be timely corrected by Contractor at Contractor’s expense.
Contractor shall make the necessary corrections within ten (10) days of receipt of the written
notice from District. To the extent any manufacturer’s warranty is greater than that which is
provided for in this section, the longer warranty shall prevail. Contractor hereby assigns any and
all manufacturer’s warranties, including the five (5) year warranty on Premix Marblette’s
Classic Gold Firestone Finish utilized, to District as necessary for the District to make a claim on
such warranty. See manufacturer’s warranty at http:/www.floridastucco.com. Contractor shall
perform and complete the Project in accordance with manufacturers’ specifications to preserve
all manufacturers’ warranties. During the warranty period, Contractor shall be responsible for
correcting any warranty items associated with the Project, whether or not the warranty is a
manufacturer’s warranty or the Contractor’s warranty.

B. Within ten (10) calendar days after being notified in writing of defective work,
should Contractor fail or refuse to correct any defective work performed, defective materials, or
to make any necessary repairs in a manner acceptable to the District and in accordance with the
requirements of the Agreement, within the same time stated in said written notice, the District
may cause the unacceptable or defective work or materials to be corrected, or authorize such
repairs, which Contractor has failed or refused to make after being duly notified and such repairs
shall be paid for out of any monies due or which may become due Contractor under this
Agreement. Failure or refusal on part of Contractor to make any or all necessary repairs
promptly, fully and in a manner acceptable to the District shall be sufficient cause for the District
to declare Contractor in default, in which case the District at its option may cancel the
Agreement and contract with any other individual, firm or corporation to perform the Project.
All costs and expenses incurred by reason of Contractor’s default thereby shall be charged
against Contractor and the amount thereof deducted from any monies due, or which may become
due it. Any special work performed as described herein shall not relieve the Contractor in any
way from its responsibility for the Project, or portions thereof, performed by Contractor.

SECTION 12. INSURANCE.

A. Contractor shall procure and maintain at its own expense and keep in effect
during the full term of the Agreement a policy or policies of insurance which must include the
following coverages and minimum limits of liability.

1. Worker’s Compensation Insurance for statutory obligations imposed by Florida
Workers’ Compensation or Occupational Disease Laws, including, where

applicable, the United States Longshoreman’s and Harbor Worker’s Act, the
Federal Employers’ Liability Act and the Jones Act. Employer’s Liability
Insurance shall be provided with a minimum of One Hundred Thousand and
00/100 Dollars ($100,000.00) per accident. Contractor shall be responsible for
the employment, conduct and control of its employees and for any injury
sustained by such employees in the course of their employment.
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2. Comprehensive General Liability (occurrence form), with the following minimum
limits of liability, with no restrictive endorsements:

$1,000,000 Combined Single Limit, per occurrence, Bodily Injury & Property
Damage Coverage shall specifically include the following with minimum limits
not less than those required for Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage

Liability:
a. Premises and Operations;
b. Independent Contractors;
¢. Product and Completed Operations Liability;
d. Broad Form Property Damage; and
e. Broad Form Contractual Coverage applicable to the Agreement and

specifically insuring the indemnification and hold harmless agreement
provided herein.
f.  Pollution Damage.

3. Automobile Liability with the following minimum limits of liability, with no
restrictive endorsements:

$1,000,000 Combined Single Limit, per occurrence

B. Prior to performance of this Agreement, Contractor shall submit to District copies
of its required insurance coverages, specifically providing that the Baytree Community
Development District (defined to mean the District, its officers, agents, employees, volunteers,
and representatives) is an additional insured with respect to the required coverages and the
operations of Contractor to the extent of the liabilities assumed by Contractor under this
Agreement.

C. In the event the insurance certificate provided indicates that the insurance shall
terminate and lapse during the period of this Agreement, then, in that event, Contractor shall
furnish, at least thirty (30) calendar days prior to expiration of the date of such insurance, a
renewed certificate of insurance as proof that equal and like coverage for the balance of that
period of the Agreement and extension thereunder is in effect. District and Contractor shall not
continue to purchase and sell materials under this Agreement unless all required insurance
remains in full force and effect.

D. District does not in any way represent that the types and amounts of insurance
required hereunder are sufficient or adequate to protect Contractor’s interest or liabilities but are
merely minimum requirements utilized by the District.

E. Insurance companies selected by Contractor must be acceptable to District. All of
the policies of insurance so required to be purchased and maintained shall contain a provision or
endorsement that the coverage afforded shall not be canceled, materially changed or renewal
refused until at least thirty (30) calendar days written notice has been given to District by
certified mail, return receipt requested.
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F. The required insurance coverage shall be issued by an insurance company
authorized and licensed to do business in the state of Florida, with a minimum rating of B+ to
A+, in accordance with the latest edition of A.M. Best’s Insurance Guide.

5 All required insurance policies shall preclude any underwriter’s rights of recovery
or subrogation against District with the express intention of the parties being that the required
insurance coverage protects both parties as the primary coverage for any and all losses covered
by the above-described insurance.

H. Contractor understands and agrees that any company issuing insurance to cover
the requirements contained in this Agreement shall have no recourse against the District for
payment or assessments in any form on any policy of insurance.

SECTION 13. CHANGES IN WORK.

A. District, without invalidating the Agreement, may order extra work or make
changes by altering, adding to or deducting from the work, the Agreement sum being adjusted
accordingly. All such work shall be executed under the conditions of the original Agreement.
Any claim for extension of time caused thereby shall be made in writing at the time such change
is ordered.

B. All change orders and adjustments shall be in writing and approved in advance,
prior to work commencing, by the District, otherwise, no claim for extras will be allowed.
C. Claim of payment for extra work shall be submitted by the Contractor upon

certified statement supported by receipted bills. No claim for extra work shall be allowed unless
the requirements of subsection B of this section are satisfied.

SECTION 14. REMEDIES FOR DELAY.

A. In the event of any delay in the Project caused by any act or omission of the
District, its agents or employees, by delays in the County’s permitting/approval of the Project, by
the act or omission of any other party other than the Contractor, its agents, employees or
subcontractors, or delay caused by weather conditions or unavailability of materials, the sole
remedy available to Contractor shall be by extension of the time allocated to complete the
Project.

B. NO MONETARY DAMAGES SHALL BE CLAIMED BY OR AWARDED TO
CONTRACTOR IN ASSOCIATION WITH ANY SUCH DELAY(s) IN THE PROJECT.

Failure on the part of Contractor to timely process a request for an extension of
time to complete the work shall constitute a waiver by Contractor and Contractor shall be held
responsible for completing the work within the time allocated by this Agreement.

D. All requests for extension of time to complete the work shall be made in writing
to the District.

SECTION 15. NOTICE. All notices, consent and approvals required or permitted by this
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed delivered upon personal delivery, upon the
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expiration of five (5) days following mailing by first class certified U.S. Mail, return receipt
requested, or upon the next business day following mailing by a nationally recognized overnight
carrier, to the parties at the addresses set forth below, to such other addresses as either party may
designate by delivery of prior notice to the other party:

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, any Notice shall be deemed received
only upon actual delivery at the address set forth above. Notices delivered after 5:00 p.m. (at the
place of delivery) or on a non-business day shall be deemed received on the next business day.
If any time for giving Notice contained in this Agreement would otherwise expire on a non-
business day, the Notice period shall be extended to the next succeeding business day.
Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays recognized by the United States government shall not be
regarded as business days. Any party or other person to whom Notices are to be sent or copied
may notify the other parties and addressees of any change in name or address to which Notices
shall be sent by providing the same on five (5) days written notice to the parties and addressees
set forth in this Agreement.

SECTION 16. PUBLIC RECORDS.

A. Contractor shall, pursuant to and in accordance with Section 119.0701, Florida
Statutes, comply with the public records laws of the State of Florida, and specifically shall:

L. Keep and maintain public records required by the District to perform the
services or work set forth in this Agreement; and

2. Upon the request of the District’s custodian of public records, provide the

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SECTION 17. E-VERIFY. The Contractor, on behalf of itself and its subcontractors, hereby
warrants compliance with all federal immigration laws and regulations applicable to their
employees. The Contractor further agrees that the District is a public employer subject to the E-
Verify requirements provided in Section 448.095, Florida Statutes, and such provisions of said
statute are applicable to this Agreement, including, but not limited to registration with and use of
the E-Verify system.

Pool / Spa Renovation Procedure

We’'re excited that you've decided to renovate that old pool and/or spa with us. Let us try
to put your mind at ease by explaining our time-tested procedure for getting your pool/spa ready
for many more years of enjoyment.

Please ensure that any/all personal belongs, furniture, art, potted plants, etc are covered or
removed from the pool area and any adjoining areas. Our prep process is very dusty and grit will
end up everywhere after the pressure washing stage. We’ll hose down the area and sweep up the
debris, but if the area is not cleared, then our ability to clean up will be limited.

The first step in the process is to drain your swimming pool. We will use portable pumps
to discharge both pool and ground water to the property as needed. The idea is to get as much
water into the property’s soils to allow the ground to naturally filter it before entering
surrounding wildlife/waterway/groundwater supply areas.

The second step is to cut, chip and grind around the fittings, lights and recessed steps, as
well as, cutting and chipping under the tile line (if not replacing) using a diamond bladed
industrial grinder. This is necessary for the new finish to blend smoothly into the tile for a clean
look and to strengthen the bond between the two.

The next step is to “sound” the entire surface. Sounding is the process of finding and
removing any hollow or disbonded areas in the old pool/spa surface. Without this critical step,
the newly applied finish could delaminate and actually come off. If more than 10% of the pool
surface is disbonded, then the entire surface may require removal. This would lead to additional
costs during the process that we will discuss with you should it be deemed necessary. The entire
surface is then chemically cleaned and etched with an acid wash (some pool do not require this
step) and pressure washed with a 5,000-6,000 PSI pressure wash to strip any loose/deteriorated
finish. The deck and screen enclosure are washed down. Some dust may remain.

The surface is now ready for a bonding agent. BREVARD POOLS, INC. always uses a
bonding agent and in some cases applies more than one coat to help prevent any separation of the
new finish. The bonding agent is composed of a liquid resin, heavy grit sand and cement that
assists in bonding the new finish to the old.

The final aspect of the preparation is the installation of new trim tiles (color selection of
your choice) on the steps, swim-out area and bench seats (if applicable) complimenting the
waterline tile and new surface. We can also coat or roll the edges with pool finish to give a more
simple and contemporary look if desired. We also seal around all of the fittings and lights to
help prevent the possibility of future leaks.

The preparation is now complete and it is ready to install the finish you selected. Once
resurfaced, the pool will be water washed and/or acid washed (depending on type of finish and
color) to expose the aggregate in the finish, immediately filled and chemically balanced. The
water chemistry is then balanced within a one-week period. New water proportioning fittings and
federally approved anti-entrapment main drain covers will be installed as well.

We will make our best effort to preserve the landscaping/vegetation, but due to the local
and state rules that all water must be discharged onto the home owner’s property we do not take
responsibility for damage to the vegetation/landscaping. Materials, pallets and wheel barrows
may damage the lawn. These areas typically recover on their own with proper yard maintenance

4) An application of BOND TITE is highly
recommended on previously plastered surfaces
as a bond or scratch coat to provide a uniform
base for adhesion and even curing.

1) Use only potable water.

2) Uniformity from batch to batch is ensured
by measuring water consistently from batch to
batch and by mixing each batch for the same
amount of time. Additionally boxing bags and
pallets is required.

3) Add only enough water to bring the material to
a smooth lump-free consistency (approximately 2
1o 2% gallons water per bag).

4) Start the mixing process by adding 2/3 of the
mixing water to the mixer. Add the appropriate
amount of FREESTONE pool finish, then add the
remaining 1/3 water; bringing the mixture to a
workable consistency.

5) FREESTONE is a complete product and
requires no other additives. If Calcium Chloride
(CaCl) is used, it must be used with caution as
“more is NOT better”. ALWAYS pre-dissolve the
(CaCl) and remove impurities by straining through
cheesecloth. Remember, if you are using 77%
(CaCl), 23% is filler material that may or may

not contain ingredients harmful to the finished
product.
